Journal for the History of Astronomy was founded
in 1970 and is now in its thirty-first year.
Originally published every six months, it now
appears quarterly, together with an annual
supplement devoted to archaeoastronomy. Each
issue consists of 96 pages, and is printed at
Cambridge University Press on paper suitable
for high-quality reproduction of artwork. To
private subscribers purchasing copies direct for
their personal use, the annual subscription is £
36 ($ 72 in the Americas and Japan) for the five
issues, £ 30 ($ 60) for the quarterly issues
without the supplement.
